The Workshop 

The discussions will help to understand the scope of future 
research, identify cross-cutting issues and develop strategies for 
stakeholder engagement. The two days will involve presentations 
and participative workshops, which will provide the foundations for 
a successor to EPSRC’s successful programme Building 
Knowledge for a Changing Climate (BKCC). In anticipation of a 
call for proposals in spring 2008 this workshop will suggest how 
the new programme might be structured and what its priorities 
might be. 

Background 

SKCC is an EPSRC funded project that brings together 
researchers, industrial collaborators, practitioners, end-users and 
other stakeholders with an interest in research and its outcomes in 
the context of impacts of climate change and related adaptation 
strategies and measures within the built environment.  

We are keen to bring together a wide range of academics and 
stakeholders with an interest in research on the impacts of climate 
change and how society can adapt to these impacts. 

In October 2007, we held events for stakeholders only and these 
discussions helped to identify areas in need of further attention: 
these are posted on our website. These results will be the starting 
point for our discussions at the January workshop.

We would encourage all researchers and stakeholders with an 
interest in shaping and / or participating in this important area 
of research to attend.
